Children's Message

The First Reading Acts 1:12-26

The first reading is from the first chapter of the book of Acts.

2 Then they returned to Jerusalem from the mount called Olivet, which is near Jerusalem, a sabbath
day’s journey away. '® When they had entered the city, they went to the room upstairs where they were
staying, Peter, and John, and James, and Andrew, Philip and Thomas, Bartholomew and Matthew,
James son of Alphaeus, and Simon the Zealot, and Judas son of James. '* All these were constantly
devoting themselves to prayer, together with certain women, including Mary the mother of Jesus, as well
as his brothers. '° In those days Peter stood up among the believers (together the crowd numbered
about one hundred twenty persons) and said, '® “Friends, the scripture had to be fulfilled, which the Holy
Spirit through David foretold concerning Judas, who became a guide for those who arrested Jesus— '’
for he was numbered among us and was allotted his share in this ministry.” '® (Now this man acquired a
field with the reward of his wickedness; and falling headlong, he burst open in the middle and all his
bowels gushed out. ' This became known to all the residents of Jerusalem, so that the field was called
in their language Hakeldama, that is, Field of Blood.) 2° “For it is written in the book of Psalms, ‘Let his
homestead become desolate, and let there be no one to live in it’; and ‘Let another take his position of
overseer.’ 2! So one of the men who have accompanied us during all the time that the Lord Jesus went
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in and out among us, ?? beginning from the baptism of John until the day when he was taken up from
us—one of these must become a witness with us to his resurrection.” 2 So they proposed two, Joseph
called Barsabbas, who was also known as Justus, and Matthias. ?* Then they prayed and said, “Lord,
you know everyone’s heart. Show us which one of these two you have chosen % to take the place in this
ministry and apostleship from which Judas turned aside to go to his own place.” % And they cast lots for
them, and the lot fell on Matthias; and he was added to the eleven apostles.

Epistle 1 Peter 4:12-19; 5:6-11

The Epistle reading is from the fourth chapter of the book of 1 Peter.

12 Beloved, do not be surprised at the fiery ordeal that is taking place among you to test you, as though
something strange were happening to you. '® But rejoice insofar as you are sharing Christ’s sufferings, so
that you may also be glad and shout for joy when his glory is revealed. ™ If you are reviled for the name of
Christ, you are blessed, because the spirit of glory, which is the Spirit of God, is resting on you. ' But let
none of you suffer as a murderer, a thief, a criminal, or even as a mischief maker. '® Yet if any of you suffers
as a Christian, do not consider it a disgrace, but glorify God because you bear this name. '” For the time has
come for judgment to begin with the household of God; if it begins with us, what will be the end for those who
do not obey the gospel of God? '® And “If it is hard for the righteous to be saved, what will become of the
ungodly and the sinners?” '° Therefore, let those suffering in accordance with God’s will entrust themselves
to a faithful Creator, while continuing to do good.

6 Humble yourselves therefore under the mighty hand of God, so that he may exalt you in due time. ” Cast all
your anxiety on him, because he cares for you.  Discipline yourselves, keep alert. Like a roaring lion your
adversary the devil prowls around, looking for someone to devour. ° Resist him, steadfast in your faith, for
you know that your brothers and sisters in all the world are undergoing the same kinds of suffering. '° And
after you have suffered for a little while, the God of all grace, who has called you to his eternal glory in Christ,
will himself restore, support, strengthen, and establish you. " To him be the power forever and ever. Amen.
